The Board of Electricity submits this letter in response to the comments that were filed
after the May 13, 2008, hearing in the above matter. The information submitted
overwhelmingly supports the adoption of the 2008 NEC without amendment. Only two
post-hearing commenters requested an amendment to section 210.8(A)5) regarding
GFCls (the Builders Association of Minnesota (BAM) and the Minnesota Electrical
Association, Inc.), and only BAM’s post-hearing comment requests any other
amendments to the 2008 NEC. All other post-hearing commenters support adoption of
the 2008 NEC without amendment (International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers
Local Union 292, the Minnesota Chapter of the International Association of Electrical
Inspectors, the National Electrical Manufacturers Association (NEMA), Underwriters
Laboratory, and the U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission).

The post-hearing information submitted by BAM relates almost exclusively to the
requested amendment of section 210.8 of the 2008 NEC. The Board will therefore limit
its remarks to this issue.

BAM’s post-hearing comments assume that lightning will trip GFCls. This assumption
is based on experiences with older GFCls. What happens with older GFCIs is irrelevant,
because the new provisions in the 2008 NEC, if adopted, would only apply to new
construction and remodeling.

David Dini of Underwriters Laboratories has clarified in his post-hearing comments that
nuisance tripping from lightning would not occur with the latest model GFClIs. Mr. Dini,
in his e-mail comment dated June 5, 2008, stated that there was an error in the transcript
of his testimony, in which the court reporter erroneously put “AFCI” instead of “GFCL”
The transcript on page 116, lines 1 to 3, should read: . . . everyday lightening event
